Third Party Reporting (TPR) is a process that allows adult victims to report details of a sexual offence to police “anonymously[footnoteRef:1]” through a third party agency.  The process is offered to sex crime victims who are not presently prepared to approach police directly.  TPR is to be used only after all other alternatives have been explored. [1:  Contact with police remains the decision of the victim unless very serious circumstances warrant intervention. These circumstances would involve situations where there is a risk of significant harm to the health or safety of the public or a group of people or risk to a child.]
